e Inspect and maintain building systems as per regulations require.

e Contribute to the development of maintenance budget and ensure compliance.

e Collaborates with maintenance workers, maintenance managers and other departments.

e Responds to repair and maintenance requests in a timely fashion.

e Follow instructions requested by the Maintenance Assistant Manager.

e Collaborate with the maintenance team and sub-contractors as required.

e Read and follows manuals, blueprints, and other written instructions.

e Use equipment, including power tools, hand tools.

e Perform cleaning activities as required.

e Conduct carpentry tasks such as hanging doors, measuring, cutting and joining materials
made of wood or wood substitutes.

e Installing fixtures and fittings such has handles, door frames, locks and hinges.

e Assessing and reviewing additional carpentry and joinery refurbishments.
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e Reading and interpreting designs to meet specifications.

e Leading on carpentry projects.

e Maintain, service, clean and properly store equipment.
